	Meetings attended: None 
Rights of Way: Wyke Farm, footpaths and bridleway. Following the joint letter from Yeohead, Thornford and Bradford Abbas Parish Councils and Sherborne Town Council to Velcourt and their reply, circulated by the Clerk, Jim Hart had inspected the paths with Dave Ackerley from Dorset Council. The subsequent report had been circulated to all councillors and the other councils involved. It was decided that the Clerk should respond to Velcourt asking that they should take any possible measures to improve and maintain the rights of way, including seeding with grass the path from Wyke to Lenthay Wood where it had previously been ploughed and then reinstated. Honeycombe Farm Jim Hart and Dave Ackerley have identified that the line of the path has been moved to the west, possibly in the 1950s. Recently the landowner has moved it even further west by putting in a stile and creating a dog- leg. Currently the path is completely blocked at one point by a fallen tree. Dave Ackerley intends to contact the landowner with a view to resolving these issues.
Oborne local environmental group The Council was told that a new informal group is being formed which will be holding a meeting on March 21st. It was suggested that the NFU might be a good source of information.
PC Donations The clerk had contacted St John Ambulance to enquire about a first aid training session for residents. Unfortunately this is not currently available in the area. The Council decided to donate £100 each to the Somerset and Dorset Air Ambulance and the St.John Ambulance.
Land at Washingpool The Clerk had received an enquiry from Magna Housing about the possibility of development on the land. She had informed them that, when previously consulted, the Council had concurred with the view in the village that this land is not suitable for development in part due to its liability to flooding from the River Yeo. The owners of the land had been invited to come and speak to the Parish Council.
