Rights of Way: 
1. The footpath around Sherborne Castle was re-opened after Christmas with warning signs about the muddy surface on the slope running down from the Sherborne end. As this is a frequent problem in the winter, it is hoped that Sherborne Castle Estates will agree that the path should be resurfaced.
2. Bridleway along the county boundary in Oborne and Poyntington Jim Hart, Castleton Rights of Way Liaison Officer has noticed that the bridleway along the top of the ridge in Poyntington and Oborne, which goes along the county boundary, is marked as both a Dorset and a Somerset right of way on the definitive maps. Jim has produced a paper setting out the situation and corrections needed. He has also been in touch with Dorset and Somerset Councils. The parish council agreed that the clerk will write to Milborne Port Parish Council and suggest a joint letter be sent to Dorset and Somerset, with Jim’s paper, asking them to amend the definitive maps.
3. Unclassified path in Poyntington The clerk reported that John Keeling the RoWLO has been investigating the path from Seven Wells Down to Pub Lane. It is shown on several old maps and it is felt that, if successfully claimed, the path would be a valuable addition to walkers in the area. Cllrs will look for further evidence of the path being used in the past in order to present a case to the Ramblers. 
4. [bookmark: _GoBack]Vehicles trying to use Pub Lane, Poyntington Pub Lane is an unclassified road so open to motorised vehicles, but the lane it connects to on the ridge is a restricted byway, which does not allow motorised vehicles. From past experience, Dorset Council seldom allows the downgrading of a road, so it was decided under the circumstances to take no further action.

Fingerpost renovation The pyramid and extra letters for the Poyntington sign at the top of Holway Hill have now been made and paid for. They will be collected and installed after the lockdown is finished. The clerk will ask Cllr Buckland for mileage from the Goathill sign so that a quote can be obtained.  
Road safety on the A30 at Oborne Sherborne Town Council is buying a new SID which will be made available to neighbouring parish councils. The council discussed the most appropriate places to site the SID. A meeting will take place between Dorset Highways, Sherborne TC and Yeohead to do the site survey.
Pavement from Oborne to the Toy Barn The pavement is uneven in places and water is collecting in the dips, forcing pedestrians to walk in the road. There is also a need to clear the soil that has built up on the hedge side of the pavement. The clerk will write to Dorset Highways.
Parking in the entrance to St.Cuthbert’s Chapel, Oborne Cllr Legg intends to have a word with the vehicle owner.
Mobile phone / broadband coverage There is no news on mobile phone coverage, but Dorset Council has advised that full fibre connection is available to properties in Oborne and Poyntington. The clerk will put up information posters.
Donations The council agreed to donate £100 each to Dorset & Somerset Air Ambulance and Sherborne Food Bank.
