Rights of Way: The Council was updated by the Castleton RoWLO. The footpath around Sherborne Castle was closed by Dorset Council over Christmas due to the very muddy surface on the slope running down from the Sherborne end. Unfortunately Sherborne Castle Estates had rejected the idea of allowing walkers to walk in the field alongside the path over the muddiest stretch. It was agreed to offer assistance to Dorset Council including the possibility of putting down chipped bark as a short term solution. Mr Hart also reminded the council of other potential problems with Castleton paths which may require action in due course.
Unclassified rights of way Following information sent by the Ramblers and circulated to the Council it was agreed to make preliminary investigations about the possibility of claiming an unclassified path shown in Poyntington.
Fingerpost renovation The Clerk reported that the  B3145 Poyntington fingerpost towards Charlton Horethorne and the one at Higher Oborne have now been renovated.  The Council approved a further £50 for  renovation of the sign in the centre of Poyntington. The poor state of the fingerpost in Goathill has also been reported to the council. Messrs Yendole and Edwards have offered to do the work and will provide an estimation of the costs for the next PC meeting.  
Road safety on the A30 at Oborne Sherborne Town Council is still planning to buy a new SID which will be made available to neighbouring parish councils. One of the benefits would be that STC workers would erect and dismantle the SID.
Parking in the entrance to St.Cuthbert’s Chapel, Oborne The Clerk has not received an answer about this issue from Dorset Highways. Cllr Legg offered to have a word with the vehicle owner.
Dorset Council Climate Strategy Consultation The clerk reminded the council about the consultation.
Parish council laptop charger The council agreed to buy a new charger to replace the current one which is becoming unreliableo
