Adjournment Session
The clerk read out an email sent in by a Poyntington resident regarding the DMMO applications in Poyntington and Oborne, questioning the proposals to apply for the routes to be added to the definitive map as BOATs rather than restricted byways, when the former would allow motorised vehicles. The council agreed that this is a rather confusing issue, but If these BOAT applications are successful, there will be no change in the rights of vehicles to use the routes. The only change will be that these routes will be added to the definitive map, hence establishing their character as routes used mainly by walkers, riders and cyclist, rather than part of the road network. It would not be possible to apply to add the routes to the definitive map with the downgraded status of restricted byways.
Cllr Legg told the council that the small injuries unit at the Yeatman Hospital has once again been closed and moved to Shaftesbury. It is unclear whether this move will become permanent once the Covid situation improves. Residents may have to make the case for the Sherborne unit once again.
Cllr Legg also gave a progress report on Project Gigabit which will now potentially offer free FTTP connection for some properties in the Sherborne rural area. Details of which areas and properties are to be included have not yet been received.

	The financial report for the year 2021-22 to date was received and accepted. Payments in accordance with budget were approved: Clerk salary: £280.50; HMRC (PAYE): £70.00, Malvern Carvell £85.00, Poyntington VH £15.
The council agreed a budget for 2022-23 with increases for church yards and playing fields maintenance. It was decided to increase the precept request by 3.86% to £7000, which will amount to an annual increase of 4.49% or £1.68 on the annual payment for a Band D property.

	Rights of Way: 
1. Proposals for new rights of way or permissive paths submitted by Sherborne Town Council Cllr Legg explained that a series of such proposals, several of which are at least partly in Castleton had been raised at a recent meeting of Sherborne Town Council.  The council agreed with a suggestion from the Castleton RoWLO that in the first instance STC might send the proposals to Tara Hansford, Dorset Outside Access Development Officer who has asked for recommendations for a Rights of Way Improvement Plan. 
2. Proposed Definitive Map Modification Orders in Oborne: The clerk had previously circulated information concerning two proposed DMMO applications for Green Lane East and Green Lane West (also known as Stoney Lane). It was agreed to defer a decision until the next PC meeting in March so that all councillors can fully consider the proposals.
Parking in the entrance to St.Cuthbert’s Chapel, Oborne The vehicle owner has been advised to discuss the possibility of erecting a mirror on the opposite side of the road with Dorset Council which owns the land. This arrangement would enable him to park in the field and leave the entrance clear. The clerk has been informed that it is no longer the policy of Dorset Highways to install such mirrors.
Sheeplands Lane, provision for horse riders to traverse in an easterly direction. Highways has suggested that the matter might be resolved by Dorset Rangers. The clerk will write again with a suggestion from the parish council that the path alongside the one-way section be made into a bridleway. 
Bollards in Poyntington The property owner has informed Cllr Mason that there are plans afoot to make further changes.
