Adjournment session 
Cllr Legg told the meeting about the debate that has been going on concerning a proposal to extend the hours of car park charging in Dorset. This will now go to committee hearing and then to cabinet for decision. Cllr Legg also drew councillors’ attention to the Highways Winter Maintenance Policy Plan which was recently sent by email.
Two residents of Oborne expressed their concerns about the dangers of walking between houses on the A30 at Oborne. Both residents have been lobbying for a speed reduction or other safety measures to be introduced. Cllr Legg reported on a site visit by Rolly Skeats from Dorset Highways. Mr Skeats agreed to ensure that the existing signs and road markings are cleaned or replaced if necessary. He judged that there was not enough space to create a pavement. Cllr Legg has been enquiring about the possibility of using a speed indicator device (SID) to encourage motorists to keep to the speed limit. He agreed to formally ask Sherborne Town Council for the temporary loan of a SID. If this is effective it might be possible to occasionally use a Sherborne TC SID or possibly buy a device in conjunction with Holwell and/or North Wootton.

Rights of Way: The Council welcomed the previously circulated report prepared by the Castleton RoWLO. It was noted that almost all issues brought up over the last year have been resolved and the majority of paths are in good condition.  A new issue brought to the council’s attention is the bridleway along Donkey Lane between Poyntington and Oborne. In some places the hedges are overgrown and have fallen across part of the lane making the path rather narrow. The Clerk was asked to write to the landowners on each side. 
Fingerpost renovation The Council was pleased with the work that has been done so far and very pleased to hear that both the B3145 Poyntington fingerpost further towards Charlton Horethorne and the Higher Oborne one are now being renovated. The Council approved a further £40 for extra letters and a pyramid top to complete the renovation of the sign at the top of Holway Hill.
Road safety on the A30 at Oborne This was discussed in the adjournment session – see above.
Parking in the entrance to St.Cuthbert’s Chapel, Oborne The Council agreed that this is still a problem, being a potential hazard caused by traffic pulling out to avoid the parked car. The Clerk will write to Dorset Highways.
Yellow lines in Milborne Port The council has written to SSDC in support of Milborne Port Parish Council’s request for parking restrictions on part of the A30 in the village.
Oborne play area inspection issues The inspection report has been sent to the play area committee who are addressing the issues.
