	The financial report for the year 2018-19 to date was received and accepted. Payments in accordance with budget were approved: Clerk salary: £260.50; HMRC (PAYE): £65.00; Hire of Oborne Village Hall £15.00, Dorset and Somerset Air Ambulance £200.00
The Council agreed a budget for 2019-20. This included an increase of £50 each for donations to churchyard maintenance. Councillors felt it important that PCCs get best value for money when contracting the maintenance work and asked the Clerk to write to convey this. The Council also agreed a salary increase of £150 per annum for the Clerk, partly covered by the website maintenance fee, which is no longer payable. It was also decided to include £300 contingency in the budget for election costs as parish councils are now responsible for this. It was therefore decided to increase the precept request to £6577. This 4.8% increase translates to £1.56 per year for a Band D dwelling.
