	Meetings attended: Cllr Perryman reported on the Climate Emergency Advice Seminar at Dorset Council. Issues covered included DC proposals to reduce its own carbon 
foot print and that of Dorset. Areas being addressed are transport, buildings, waste and recycling and ecology.
Update on problem vehicle parking on the A30 in Milborne Port  SSDC Highways Traffic Management are aware and the parking warden is monitoring the situation. Rights of Way: Wyke Farm, footpaths and bridleway. RoWLO Jim Hart reported that following further complaints from walkers, Dave Ackerley has written to Velcourt to require that the ploughed footpath is properly reinstated. There are also problems with the resurfacing of the bridleway and an apparent intent to plough the other path in spring. It was suggested that a joint letter from Yeohead, Thornford and Bradford Abbas Parish Councils and Sherborne Town Council to impress upon the Velcourt farm manager, how important it is that these rights of way are usable at all times. Cllr Legg offered to raise this with the other Councils concerned and liaise between them and the Clerk.
Climate Emergency Following Cllr Perryman’s report on the issues covered at the advice seminar, the Council agreed that it would wait for the results of the Call for Ideas before deciding what action to take.
PC Donations:  The Council discussed which charity to support and decided that the Clerk should contact St John Ambulance to enquire about a first aid training session for residents.
