[bookmark: _GoBack]Poyntington electricity supply interruptions investigation: SSE has been unable to find any particular problem in the local network which might be behind the interruptions. Councillor Simnett will meet with SSE later in May but the Council agreed that the concerns voiced by residents and the Parish Council have been seriously addressed and that it may not be possible to resolve the situation to the satisfaction of everyone. It is understood that most people in the village are not particularly concerned by or perhaps even aware of the issue. 
Adoption of Poyntington phone box The signed contract has now been received from BT. As soon as the telephone has been decommissioned the Council will take ownership of the kiosk. Uses of the kiosk were discussed at the Village Meeting, but no clear preference emerged.
